3. Baker Street Irregulars
Pamela Egilio – PE
Miriam Fahmy - MF
PE explained the name of Baker Street Irregulars (BSI), PE outlined the aims of the society and that their long-term vision was to have an active society full of curious students. We may be able to make links with other universities pathology societies. PE explained they were open to every course at St George’s, there will be social activities. We have a sponsor from the SGUL Pathology museum, Carol Shields. PE outlined the structure of the society committee. 
PE explained that they would have a scorecard that would list the objectives of the society.

MF outlined the academic curiosity programme for 2015-16. MF explained there would also be a learning programme. MF explained how they would communicate with the student body and also the events that they would be running throughout the year.
BSI left the room and the following questions were put forward, answers in italics: 
AWE: Their subs have been put down as £3 where do you envisage that money will go? PE It was based on our experience of what other societies charge that aren’t sports societies, we have planned our budget for the year and have spoken to Chris Raby to better understand the finances. With what we were hoping to raise from the Christmas fundraiser plus the £3 subs then we should be fine, we would cover the speakers travel costs but not their fees. We want to see if there are any costs for AV so we have set money aside for that. 
NL: How do they plan on funding their events? PE: We are hoping to hold our events inside the SU to keep costs down, we will fund speaker’s costs, we have people who have expressed interest so hopefully their costs will be minimal.

KT: With the current demand for attending autopsies at George’s how do they plan on being able to get slots? PE: The demand can come in waves and we want to be able to liaise in advance with more notice for people that want to attend them. We will help people attend them by providing more planning and then limit it with first come first serve to tidy up the system. 

BSI left the room and the following discussion was held.

RS given their good presentation and planning they seem to be well prepared
SG I think they know what they are talking about but there seems to be a lot of Ifs, Buts and Maybes. 

RV said you never know what’s going to happen with a society, they have a good plan and structure. 

SG they have plenty of time to come back 

MJ said that it might not be there yet, it has lots of potential to fall through

NL I think they have researched their society fully; I think it was extremely well planned.

AWE I think the maybe thing was whether they had joined the society of forensic medicine but that’s not the constitutional thing, they seemed to have planned very thoroughly 

CR They have lots of avenues to explore, they have sat with me for an hour and discussed finances
MJ said there were just a few things to iron out

MD said they are organised enough to sort out anything that is left, they will be flexible enough to deal with any changes
4. Women’s Network
Hannah Dooley – HD

HD said that she wanted to have a society that represented women. They would have speakers come in who were at the top of their field. HD said that they had funding from the University. HD said men would also find it interesting.

HD left the room and the following questions were asked, answers in italics: 

CR: How do you plan on finding the society in the coming years when the Student Experience funding has run out? HD said they would look at getting additional funding and also try and make some of the events cheaper in the future. 
NL: Most of the interest was from MBBS 4, how are they going to make sure that it was interesting to all years? HD said she was hoping that was from lack of effort on their part. 
MD asked if they knew of Gender Equality Society. HD said they did and that they didn’t provide the same academic lectures.

KT asked if they thought the society name was controversial by only mentioning women. HD said they had thought about dropping the ‘Woman’ part but then it wouldn’t get across the aims of the societies, they hoped that men would also be interested. 

HD left the room and the following discussion was held.
KT said she was worried that the society wouldn’t be inclusive

SG said that every society didn’t have to include the interest of everyone and it was of interest enough to their audience

IL said that most Universities had societies like this so we might be lacking in this but they seem to be not very well planned

FH asked if the whole of the grant was going on refreshments

NL said that many Exec teams have an officer devoted to this

MD said that he didn’t think there was the need for the Women’s society when there was already the Gender Equality Society, they should liaised with them and add their events to that society
MJ said they don’t seem to have enough of a reason to start a society when there is Gender Equality Society

HG said my worry is that they only have a one-year plan, it would be nice if they have more of a plan for next year

NL I agree with MD that they should link up with Gender Equality Society
