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1.0 Name
1.1 The Society's name shall be: St George's Protest & Activism Forum
2.0
Aims and Objectives
1.1 The aim of the Society shall be: 
To facilitate St George's students who want to be socially/ politically active in the country to do so, and help them be a part of the wide range of important political and social protest and activism that take place nationally and in London. 
London is one of the most important cities internationally for protest on a lot of key themes, as well being the centre of UK politics and protests. We aim to help St George's Students be as connected to this as possible, and benefit from this special place as much as possible, and reduce the sense of separation students may feel in their busy student careers and a little removed from the centre of London. 
We aim to increase people's access in a completely non-partisan way, with no particular preference for certain protests or points of view. The aim is to be a forum to help students share information and make connections with each other, not direct people to points of view that we want to promote. However, use of the forum and society will not be allowed for the promotion of information and points of view which are generally unacceptable within the constraints of the union's constitution and “No Platform Policy”, i.e. racist, homophobic, sexist or discriminatory views of any kind.
1.2 The aim shall be achieved by:
The main role of the forum will be to provide spaces for people to share information – such as the times, dates and locations of protests – and to join with other students to take part in protests or activism together. 
This will be achieved by creating online and physical fora. This will include a facebook group and possibly other online tools such as through Google calendar. We hope to be able to include space on the SGSU website's societies pages. Physically, we hope to have a noticeboard that will be updated either by our wider membership and the student body directly, or by society organisers based on the information we get from the online fora.
The facebook group and other online sites will enable people to share information about protests, and also to find other people to go on protests together, which will encourage people's participation. We would also like to consider having a space in the SGSU where we provide accessible materials for making props for protests – i.e. banners. This would involve both storage space and an area that can be used to make things, and will depend on the SGSU's availability. 
The society organisers will also add to the information on our fora – about protests we learn about – in order to maintain a significant base of information and encourage other people to become involved.
The society may expand its role to help students organise larger groups and trips to protests and activities, potentially locally, nationally and internationally.
2.0 Membership
2.1 Membership of the Club/Society will be open to all members of SGSU in accordance with SGSU Constitution and Policy.
2.2 Members of the Club/Society shall act in accordance with SGSU Constitution and Policy.
4.0 
Subscriptions and Finance
4.1 
A membership fee is required from all Club/Society members. The Club/Society Officials shall determine this fee and are responsible for its collection.
1.2 The Club’s/Society’s financial matters shall be dealt with in accordance with SGSU Constitution and Policy.

Club/Society Officials
5.1 
An elected committee will conduct the running of the Club/Society.
5.2 The committee shall ensure that the Club/Society abides by this Constitution.

The committee will consist of the following officers who shall

The committee will serve for one academic year

6.0     Duties of Club/Society Officials
6.1 The Society President is responsible for:
· Developing and administering the society's information for a

· Promoting the society and engaging the student body

· Other organisational tasks as appropriate
6.2 The Society Treasurer is responsible for:
· Administering the membership fees and finance of the society

· Other organisational tasks as appropriate
6.3 The General Secretary is responsible for:
· Supporting organising events & ensuring their success, printing 

· Supporting finance & administration of the society
6.4 The Media & Engagement Officer(s) is/are responsible for: 
· Supporting president role in promoting the society & engaging the student body – working on ideas for student engagement, working with union to promote events

· Creation of posters for events

· Researching issues that affect students

· Writing about these issues in ways to engage our students – e.g. Facebook, Twitter, “Dragon” SGSU magazine
6.5 The Events Officer(s) is/are responsible for:
· Organising PAF events to engage our students – including discussion events, preparation events for protests etc, speaker events & socials
7.0 
Meetings
7.1
The Club/Society Committee shall meet regularly during term time.
7.2 
Regular Committee meetings are required to discuss all Club/Society matters.  Minutes shall be made available to SGSU for ratification.
8.0 
Voting
8.1 
This will take place for the election of Officials and any other issue that the Club/Society deems of importance.
1.2 Only Club/Society members will be entitled to vote.
1.3 The results of any election shall be passed to the Sports/Societies Officer and the General Secretary of SGSU at the earliest opportunity.
9.0
Changes to the Club/Society Constitution
1.1 Changes can be implemented if a two-thirds majority is obtained at an annual or extraordinary general meeting of the Club/Society.
1.2 Any changes shall be deemed provisional until passed to the Sports/Societies Officer and the General Secretary of SGSU at the earliest opportunity and subsequently ratified.
10.0     Clubs/Societies Complaints Procedure
10.1 Any complaints shall be dealt with in accordance with SGSU Constitution and Policy. 
11.0     SGSU Commitments
11.1 The Club/Society shall adhere to SGSU Constitution and Policy
