3 Students’ Union Issues
3.1 General

3.1.1 St. George’s Students’ Union Strategic Plan
Agenda item deferred to next meeting of the Executive as not all zone meetings had been established (refer to matter arising in section 1.4)

3.2 Events Zone

3.2.1 SU Office

NS reported that during the Tube Disco it had become apparent that the cloakroom had filled up and that the SU office was being used as an ‘overflow’ for students to leave their belongings in.

· It was agreed that the use of the SU office in this manner presents a risk of loss of students’ belongings.

· It was noted that the RAG room in its current condition prevented the cloakroom from being used to full capacity. Ideas were exchanged with regards to the best way of clearing the room out, including using the space under the speakers in the tech booth, or to move the large racks out of the room (though these do not correct the underlying problem).

3.3 Participation Zone
3.3.1 Arrangements for RAG 2012
Discussion about RAG was extensive and varied but was broadly classified into the logistics surrounding mashing, events and money pledged.
Mashing. Mashing on the carriages of London Underground is not allowed this year and will not be encouraged following the issues encountered in the previous year.

· This will be irrespective of the actions of other London medical schools.

· Wandsworth Council have given us implicit permission to ‘mash’ on the streets of Wandsworth and we have agreed to terminate this should a complaint be upheld by a member of the public (though it is acknowledged that the turnaround time for a complaint made to the borough council would inevitably mean that RAG will finish before any complaint becomes upheld). This would be throughout the entire RAG fortnight.

· We have been given a day to mash legally in the foyer of several London Underground stations in Zone 1, with a limit of seven students per station.

· Publicity. A video will be created to show what mashing involves, including the areas and stations where mashing is permitted. Lecture announcements, posters, and facebook should be used to spread the word.

· As with previous years, mashing should be done in scrubs and nurses outfits, adding appeal and character to the campaign—a potential reason why a previous dry run failed to raise sufficient donation.
ACTION POINT

Exec to obtain scrubs for use with mashing
· Busking has been arranged to take place in the foyer of the Hospital in conjunction with Giving to George’s.
Pledging. Pledging was a hot topic in the discussion and aspects discussed were as follows:

· The Charities Officers reported that the target raised amount this year would be £5,000, including £1,500 pledged to three different charities.

· Significant concern was raised, particularly by LH and TC, about the current pledge made and the exploration of further pledges. Whilst it was greatly acknowledged that expectations would need to be significantly revised, it was also noted that subsequent to the mashing dry run, that mashing alone would not be enough to meet the pledges currently made and that no further effort to make additional pledges should be made; instead surplus money can be donated to charities of our choice where a specific commitment is not necessary. The Charities Officers agreed that pledges should be made as late as possible, with more realistic estimates.
· Some confusion arose when it was mentioned that Teddy Bear Hospital was pledged to. TC asked the Charities Officers to confirm exactly which charities have been pledged to.

· It was also noted that our strategy needs to be revised for future years if not the short term. Ideas such as bag-packing were suggested.

· The importance of maintaining our relationship with charities for future RAGs was emphasised.
