5. AOB
5.1 Elections

MG explained how the mock online election trial had gone. He also gave instructions on how to apply to run in the elections to exec, see below.
· Candidates to give paper forms to MO but also to sign up on the website.

· The same Slogan must be used for the same teams, so that the voting is recognised. 

· They will only be eligible to stand for certain elections, so they must select that one e.g. a P year can’t run for T year rep. 

· They have to have two proposers, which cannot be in exec and cannot be running themselves. 

· The website will then show you when the election voting closes. 

ACTION POINT

MO is to make Sophie Bowen an admin on the online elections.

JS asked if amendments would be made on cheating on the elections. LW replied that they were looking into it but it should be mostly covered as nominees are not allowed to campaign in the computer rooms.

MG asked if exec could be extra vigilant about anyone pressurising people to log in and vote for them.
