4. Report pro forma
NE explained how the communication between the SU and students needed to improve. NE explained that the reports from exec meetings would start going online in a blog type system. It was agreed that it would be tried at the Foam disco and that the UV party the RAG room would be cleared a bit more and top 3 to take note of items stored in HG room and organise a clear out.
