3. MyPad Society Proposal

She also mentioned that technological committee of the university would like students to work with them to help address issues students are having. TA raised the point that instead of a society having to address the technological issues that both the university and the SU have, perhaps we should create more exec positions to supplement the media officers. OO suggested a possible subcommittee of the media officers. KJ stated that the SU had enough to tackle with our own technical problems and that we should not consider the university’s technical faults as our responsibility. CN believed they were a very good society and they were in keeping with what the students needed, however there were contentions with the name.
