2.14  Sports Officers
FSM said thank you for the ladies football league being sorted out.

3 Constitutional Amendments regarding societies sanctions
NE pointed out that section 9 of the constitution had been amended abd if there were any problems with the wording or the amendments themselves. 

RS asked if there should not be a cooling off period, as there could be simple mistakes such as forgetting council meetings and giving a warning system. 
DT added that it might be better to have it in sanctions instead of activity. RS suggested the wording below. 
‘Such a motion, if passed, must be ratified by the next council meeting or general meeting whichever is easier.’
TA said that it would be better to have ‘shall be deemed’ as it was more certain. 

LW added that if a society wanted to be dissolved (which CN had been brought up) RS replied that they just needed to come to council and make that motion and it would be done without needing any sanctions. LW said it would make the process quicker and save the S.U would work. MA added that this needed further regulation and what if the committee had fallen out. LW said this was why it needed to be explicit. 

MD added that there should be a semi colon in 9.14 and 9.12. 

JD added that 9.15 could be tricky as not all societies spend and haven’t spent anything. DT replied that they would be paying subs every year and this would be considered financial activity. 

RS said that clubs and societies could not have savings. RS added an amendment. 

OB asked if everyone was aware that they had to handover. 
ACTION POINT

KJ asked that whether if was necessary to put elections in the regulations also. RS replied probably not and LW said email accounts could be changed over in IT with appropriate evidence. 

PROPOSAL

NE proposed that we accept these changes into the SGSU Constitution with the changes to the amendments as above.

RS proposed that the word constitution should be changed to regulation of societies and clubs. RS made a one-minute speech citing the analogy of leukaemia, TF made a one-minute speech against saying ’we don’t euthanize people why should we do this to societies’.

Votes for – 13 Votes Against- 0 Abstentions- 2
