3 Society Proposals

3.1 Medical students for choice
We are there to help with issues such as genital mutilation, rape ect. We have a variety of events and we will meet once a month. We will do a workshop with models where you can learn practical skills. Will work with a charity that provides help for women who get a diagnosis of a pregnancy with abnormality. There are a few branches across the country. There are a lot of opportunities for people wanting to go into this area of medicine. The funding is only available to medical students to go to conferences but the society is open to all students. We can work with other societies such as Gender Equality soc.
Medical students for choice Society left the room whilst Exec came up with the following questions; answers in italics 
· AR How will you attract the pre-clinical years? SN We will be able to attract them once we are a society by outing up posters
· CB What would members gain from being in your society? SN It’s a supplement to an area you might not get taught a lot about. Its an opportunity for you to explore your feelings on this area and form an opinion. It gives people an opportunity to get involves in clinics and training they won’t normally be able to get. We will provide contacts for people too.
· CR If you plan on having external speakers how will you fund that? SN We are hoping people would come in voluntarily. The wider network has a library of films we can stream for free. Our overheads will be things like snacks which aren’t essential AM As a society we are ready to start so we just need to be approved and we can apply to the network to be recognised.
Medical students for choice Society left the room and Exec discussed the following points: 
· CR said we do have other specific societies, its about how useful they will be and is there enough interest
· DP said maybe they should have an amended interest list before they are passed

· CB suggested we could we ask them to change their name to be less exclusive

· RV asked aren’t there other societies that are part of networks but are named differently at George’s
· DP How can we ensure what they are teaching is correct

· TA That is even true of non-educational societies that have teaching sessions


3.2 UAEM
RP This is a global network, we try and change universities sell their research to pharm companies to make medicines more accessible. We do this by changing the way research is sold so it allows generic companies to make your medicine. UCL adopted this policy last year.
AB What we have achieved so far is to hold events with Medcin and did a film showing. We also did a Q&A with a doctor and we are working towards making a discussion happen with staff. We have a committee in place and have looked into what we can implement at Georges. We have had discussions about our weekend meeting in November. We will also work with Medcin to focus on neglect of disease. 
RP We are different from Medcin as we are more of a student activist group. There is an opportunity to change WHO policy, we are more about structural change rather than educating like Medcin do.

AB This is already a global movement. There is lots of opportunity for attending conferences. There is also funding to go to conferences. 

UAEM Society left the room whilst Exec came up with the following questions; answers in italics 
· AR What would happen to your society is George’s did accept your policy? RB It isn’t an easy thing to achieve, there’s at least a few years work, other universities have achieved this and then they funnel their efforts into EU projects. We would still attend and help organise conferences.
· AR Can you give us an idea of how your members will go about achieving this aim? AB It will be done by raising awareness and educating people. People can then get involved in conferences across Europe.
· AH You mentioned your links to Medsin, what are these contacts? RB We share training events. We reciprocate favours. AB We do have very different goals
· LOR What is it you are hoping to get out of being an SU society; can you campaign for this still without being a society? RB Its logistical stuff like room bookings and putting posters up. Also the SU helped support the motion. AB Its all about getting the word out and it helps us apply pressure. The SU represents all of George’s. 
· CR I noticed you only have Medical students on your interest list, how will you built relationships with the lecturers and recruit a wide range of students? AB Take the list with a pinch of salt as it was just collected at one event so it isn’t a true representation. RB We have arranged to meet academic staff and approached them after meetings. A lot of lecturers are interested so we are organising a discussion with staff. AB We have been trying to access different people via Carwyn Hoopers 3rd year lecture about Ethics, we have asked the Uni to give this talk earlier to Biomeds as this lecture is very relevant to them. 
UAEM Society left the room and Exec discussed the following points: 
· RV Can the SU support a campaign group
· TA The SU is the whole student body so if they choose to support the campaign the SU will be behind it 

· MA They are a campaigning for a very good cause and have been accepted at other Universities
