2. Tooting Show Society Proposal

MO also added that it is one of the few shows within the university that allows everyone to get involved in some way. 
MO left the room while the executive thought of some questions to ask.

How do you plan to increase participation amongst the student body?

We are introducing a session called ‘tell us about yourself’, giving people the chance to explain how they want to get involved – not just singing and dancing auditions. Also there are lots of jobs, we will be inviting Art Soc to help with set design and Photography Soc if they wish to take photos of the show. 
The executive then briefly discussed the application highlighting that once the SU becomes a charity they won’t be able to receive a budget unless they are a registered society.

3. Discos and Ticket Sales
